Asgrimur Jénsson (1876-1958) was one of the
pioneers of leelandic visual art and the first [celandic
painter to make art his main profession. He was born
on March 4, 1876 on the farm of Suourkot in
Rutsstaoahverfi, in IF161 region of south Iceland. Irom
the outset lcelandic nature was .‘sgr‘fmur"s prinicipal
subject, and his work formed the foundation of
[celandic landscape art.
